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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 

¶ The quality of construction of the house is fair and there 
are no structural defects. 

¶ The house has been occupied by the present owner for 
the past 15 years as advised by the present owner. 

¶ The pest treatment has been carried out more than 
once, the latest being in November 2016, the inspector 
has been informed that there has never been any pest 
infestation of the property.  

¶ No pest infestation or any signs of the previous 
infestation have been observed on the property. 

¶ The electrical and plumbing works have been observed 
to be functional.  

¶ The roof covering, tiled, has been observed to fair.  

¶ The two smoke alarms have been hard wired and are 
functional and are in compliance with the regulations. 

¶ The client should take care that external works such as 
landscape, paving, etc. ensures adequate floor slab 
exposure to ensure non conducive conditions for pest 
infestation. 

¶ The house contains evaporative cooler for the major part 
of the house and a split unit AC for the master bedroom. 

¶ The client should take care to ensure that the over flow 
of the AC is connected to the soak well. 

¶ The house is fitted with two functioning smoke alarms 
hard wired as per requirements.

coverings, decorative finishes such as plastering, painting, 
tiling etc. general maintenance or spalling of masonry, 
fretting or mortar rusting.

¶ The garden beds adjacent to the walls of the 
house provides the conducive environment 
for pest infestation and is advisable to be 
avoided.

¶ The flow from the downpipe to the paved 

area provides conducive environment for pest 
infestation. The flow should be directed away 
from the built area or connected to soak well. 

¶ The slab thickness exposure should be a 
minimum of 150 mm to avoid unseen entry of 
the pests into the house.

¶ The overflow from the Air Conditioner and the 
heater is currently directed at the pavers, it is 
advisable to have them connected to a point away 
from the wall and distant from the walls.
